​helmet.  If you do not own a helmet there​
​are some available at the barn.​

​have full length pants or leggings for​
​riding.​

​●​ ​Tie shoes or boots – A boot or shoe with​
​a low heel is a must for riding.​

​●​ ​Lunch and beverage – Be sure that your​
​lunch is clearly marked with your name.​
​We have a refrigerator and a drink/snack​
​machine.​
